In addition, preventive health screening 

through routine blood testing and electrocardiography (EKG) are important to identify problems early.

 *During your pet’s physical exam, one of our veterinarians will explain any 

abnormal findings and recommendations to you as well as discuss your pet’s diet.  

Blood and urine samples will be collected by one of our trained veterinary technicians, 

and an electrocardiogram (EKG) will be performed.  The results of these tests will be 

back normally within 24-48 hours, and a veterinarian will call you to let you know if 

all the test results were normal.  If there are any abnormalities, these will be explained 

to you and medication or further testing may be advised.
